The Jacksonville Waterways Commission agenda meeting for December was called to order at 8:30 a.m., Thursday, December 11, 2008, in Conference Room A, by the Chair, Council Member Bishop.

The Chair called the meeting to order at 8:30 a.m. and proceeded to review the agenda.

It was announced that FIND representatives would be at the meeting to present the City with a check representing a reimbursement for several FIND projects.  The Chair will be accepting the check, in an amount a little over $l, 000,000, in his capacity as Chair of the Jacksonville Waterways Commission. 
There will be a FIND Status Report on the District’s various activities in Duval County and on the FIND legislation recently enacted in Tallahassee.  Mike Mesiano, Duval FIND Commissioner and Mark Crosley, FIND Assistant Executive Director, will be a part of the check presentation and will field questions.
Commissioner Grey suggested that the Chair remind the Commission that there are maritime maps in the computer system that Commissioners can pull up during Commission meetings to pinpoint locations under discussion.
Vince Seibold will have hand-outs to distribute at the Committee meeting that better explain ORD 2008-1059 (Approp for River Report & Surface Water Withdrawal Study Funding).
Jody McDaniel will be reporting on the December 10th meeting of the Harbor Safety Committee of the Jacksonville Marine Transportation Exchange (JMTX) that met at Jaxport to discuss numerous issues such as manatee fatalities.
