· Opening statement by Council Member Clark stating reason for meeting as referenced in notice

· Introduced Cheryl L Brown, Director Jacksonville City Council.

· Ms. Brown, informed the Council of all current budget cuts mandates by the Office of the Mayor and those currently mandated by the Finance Budget Committee – Jacksonville City Council

· Ms. Brown, stated all requirements were meet including 3 % overall budgetary reduction including salary and operational….all positions. However, reductions were met without affecting individual salaries.  This included requirements for the Council Auditor as they are a part of the Council Departmental budget.

· Ms. Brown stressed she and the Council Auditor worked on this effort.  Also, Ms. Brown informed the Council of her efforts to negotiate contracts from vendors on services utilized by the City Council for functions of the Jacksonville City Government.
· Ms. Brown informed Council Members of those efforts on behalf of both management offices was to meet the Committees request as stated in the Finance Committee Budget meeting and which allowed for 3 % reduction and the managers made the cuts.  With the additional limitation as set forth by prior legislation of the Council was another reason that the cuts were made in this manner.  Thus, a reason for the meeting today was to clarify and inform Council Members of the limitations and to have the member’s voice additional directions and or authority via necessary legislation or written memorandum from each member as to a course of action to be taken by management of both departments.

· Council members provided insight and discussion to the importance of all personnel of the City Council.  Council members acknowledged the work of Ms. Brown and the Council Auditor’s in meeting the requirements as set forth by the Finance Budget Committee.  Council members spoke to the limitations Ms Brown mentioned. 

· 3% reduction will include operational and 3 % salary.
