Moved onto the restoration of funds for the parks department. Stated that all funds for the community centers with the exception of 5 have been restored and Edith Ford has reduced hours. Next he asked Parks to talk about funding related to pool hours/rationale/effected pool locations.

Tera Meeks, Chief Parks Department:

Explained the pool hours and how the department arrived to the conclusion of reducing hours. Stated that swimming lessons would continue to be funded and provided pool hours for each pool.
Council Member Reggie Brown:
Stated the he would like funding restored Summer Night Lights, Bob Hayes and Summer Jobs.
