Dear Council Members:

At its monthly meeting on Thursday, July 31st the TRUE Commission made the following recommendations with regard to legislation pending before City Council:
2014-434 (appropriating $800,000 from the Downtown Economic Development Fund and $200,000 from the General Fund for improvements to and management of Hemming Plaza)
Motion: the TRUE Commission recommends that the City Council oppose passage of 2014-434 – approved 10-0.
2014-435 (appropriating $75,000 from General Fund-Fund Balance to match a $75,000 grant from the PGA Tour to provide golf equipment to First Tee of Jacksonville): 
Motion: the TRUE Commission recommends that City Council oppose passage of 2014-435 – approved 8-2 (Radlinski and El Hassan opposed).
2014-437 (authorizing a parking rights agreement with the Jessie Ball DuPont Foundation for 200 rent-free parking spaces in the Yates Building garage for 5 years):
Motion: the TRUE Commission recommends that City Council approve 2014-437 after amendment to provide that the DuPont Foundation be given a 50% discount from the current parking rate to match the City employee discount rate proposed in Ordinance 2014-438 - approved 10-0.
2014-438 (amending Ordinance Code Chapter 122 – Public Property – to provide a 50% discount on parking rates for City employees using City parking garages):
Motion: the TRUE Commission recommends that City Council approve Ordinance 2014-438 – approved 10-0.

2014-462 (adopting a “rolled back” millage rate and tentative millage rate for FY14-15)

Motion: the TRUE Commission recommends that the City Council adopt 2014-462 as introduced with a millage cap of 11.4419 (the current year’s millage rate) – approved 7-3 (Radlinski, El Hassan and Becton opposed).
2014-478 (appropriating $106,933.17 from completed CIP projects to complete renovations to Fire Station #2):
Motion: the TRUE Commission recommends that City Council oppose passage of 2014-478 on the grounds that roof repairs should be considered as a regular maintenance expense and not a capital improvement – fails 5-5.
2014-306 (amending the Procurement Code to combine three awards committees into a single committee, to create sections regarding public/private partnerships and unsolicited proposals, to create a new Part 7 – Protest Procedures, and to create a new Part 10 – Federal Affirmative Action Compliance):

Motion: the TRUE Commission requests the City Council to defer action on 2014-306 until the Commission has an opportunity to review the bill in detail and comment – approved 9-0.
2014-519 (amending the City Charter and Ordinance Code to create an Office of Inspector General):
Motion: the TRUE Commission recommends that the City Council enact Ordinance 2014-519 – approved 7-2 (Radlinski and Johnson opposed).
