The meeting was called to order at 12:01 p.m. by Chairman Radlinski and the group reviewed the following bills:
Special CIP Committee: there are 7 bills currently pending resulting from the work of the committee
· 2015-425 – fair share and mobility fee usage

· 2015-426 – stormwater utility fee usage

· 2015-427 – receipt and expenditure of grants

· 2015-428 – capital maintenance parameters

· 2015-429 – CIP project, process and budget

· 2015-450 – debt management policies and debt affordability analysis
The committee may wish to have further discussion on several of these bills at a future meeting.

2015-483 (repeal of Banking Fund): Jeff Clements relayed a summary of the discussion of the Special CIP Committee regarding the use and potential pitfalls of the Banking Fund. Chairman Radlinski recommended reviewing the TRUE Commission’s 2011 report on the Banking Fund and comparing it to the pending ordinance before making any recommendation to City Council.
2015-476 (declaration of slum and blight conditions in the Arlington area): Jeff Clements discussed the rationale for the declaration of slum and blight and the creation of a Community Redevelopment Area for Arlington. 
2015-454 (appropriation from Old Kings Road Landfill host fee account to Cisco Gardens Park): was enacted as an emergency at the last meeting.
2015-457 (resolution requesting the Mayor to restore pay reductions imposed over last several years and to provide for future cost of living): the bill is a request by Council Member Brown to the incoming Curry administration to take into consideration in preparing the FY15-16 budget. Joe Andrews of Concerned Taxpayers of Duval County opposed any attempt to enact a permanent annual fixed cost of living increase for City employees.
There being no further business, the meeting was adjourned at 1:05 p.m.
