Chairman Crescimbeni called the meeting to order at 2:05 PM

1. Introductions of Board and staff.  
2. Approval of the meeting minutes for the 2014 VAB Meeting that was held on March 18, 2015.  Council Member Boyer made a motion to approve the 2014 VAB meeting minutes for the March 18, 2015 Board meeting.  2nd by Citizen Member Wallace.  Board approved 4–0.
3. William Jeter, VAB Attorney, explained the Public Comments procedures.
4. Public Comments section:
· VAB # 1603 & 101603 – Richard Farrens
5. Explanation and update by Bill Jeter, VAB Attorney regarding petition #’s 1603 & 101603.  Discussion was held by the Board Members.  
6. Explanation and update by Bill Jeter, VAB Attorney regarding petition # 113.  The petition was remanded back to the Special Magistrate to re-write a recommended decision that would disregard the Crescent Miami case in the original recommended decision per ruling from the DOR.  The petitioner failed to pay at least 75% of the taxes prior to the delinquent date of April 1, 2015 per Florida Statutes s. 194.014.  Discussion was held by the Board Members.  Council Member Boyer made a motion to deny the petition per Florida Statutes s. 194.014 (1)(c).  2nd by Citizen Member Wallace.  Board approved 4–0.  
7. Consider recommended decisions listed on the 7 page excel spreadsheet for the 2014 April 16, 2015 VAB Meeting.  Council Member Boyer made a motion to approve all of the recommended decisions on the excel spreadsheet.  2nd by School Board Member Grymes.  Board approved 4–0.
8. Bill Jeter, VAB Attorney advised Board that they need to deny all remaining petitions that have unpaid taxes per Florida Statute s. 194.014 (1)(c).  There are 20 total petitions left since the Board has already denied VAB petition # 113.  Council Member Boyer made a motion to deny all remaining petitions with unpaid petitions.  2nd by Citizen Member Wallace.  Board approved 4–0.
9. Bill Jeter, VAB Attorney gave an explanation to the Board regarding the status of VAB petition # 1733.  The Special Magistrate remanded this petition back to the Property Appraiser with instructions.  The Property Appraiser responded to the remand and stated that he does not agree with the remand instructions and requested he not be required to comply with the remand instructions.  Bill Jeter read to the Board Florida Statutes section 194.301(2)(b) and Rule 12D-9.029(8)(a), Florida Administrative Code, and advised that the Property Appraiser must follow the remand instructions given by the Special Magistrate.  Discussion was held and questions were asked by the Board.  Loree French, Attorney to the Property Appraiser was also part of the discussion.  Citizen Member Wallace made a motion to direct the Property Appraiser’s Office to respond to all remands from the Special Magistrates.  2nd by Council Member Boyer.  Board approved 4–0.
10. Bill Jeter, VAB Attorney, spoke to the Board Members regarding House Bill 695 and gave an update.  Mr. Jeter also informed the Board Members on Senate Bill 972.
