Chairwoman Montgomery called the meeting to order at 3:04 p.m. with a quorum present and the members introduced themselves for the record.
Approval of Minutes
The minutes of the September 14, 2016 meeting were amended as recommended by John Libby to correct several incorrect numbers on page 2 and were approved as amended.
Supervisor of Elections update
John Libby of the Supervisor of Elections Office was excused from the meeting due to rescheduled poll worker training requirements necessitated by days lost to Hurricane Matthew closures. Mr. Libby provided a list of bulleted items for the panel’s information:
· Voter registration for the November 8 General Election was extended today and will continue through October 18.   As of today there are 578,378 registered voters in Duval County.  This is an increase of 12,713 since book closing for the August 30 Primary.

· A total of 1,484 Poll Workers have been trained as of October 10.  

· Final Staffing for Early Voting and Election Day will be completed on October 19.

· Logic and Accuracy Testing will be this Friday at 9 AM at the Elections Center.

· All Polling locations are being inspected to ensure they will be available for November 8, 2016.  Duval County was fortunate in that none appear to have been damaged or destroyed. 

· As of Noon today, 1,028 Vote by Mail ballots have been received by the office.

The group requested staff to convey several questions to Mr. Libby for response: 

· What are the impacts of the resignation of Florida House Representative Reggie Fullwood on the election? How/when will his replacement be selected? What will voters see at their polling place and on the ballot? What about vote-by-mail ballots that have already been completed and returned?
· How will the Supervisor’s office deal with the decision to extend the voter registration deadline to October 18th as a result of Hurricane Matthew? Are there any foreseeable problems/issues with the deadline being pushed back to within three weeks of Election Day?
EAP membership
The terms of panel members Karen Nuland, Ingrid Montgomery and Scott Wiley expired on April 16, 2016. Ms. Nuland and Ms. Montgomery are mayoral appointees and are eligible for reappointment. Mr. Wiley is a Council President appointee and has served his two terms, so is ineligible for reappointment. Staff was asked to forward this information to the respective appointing authorities with a request for action on reappointment or replacement.
New business
The next board and commission member quarterly ethics training opportunity is tomorrow, October 13th at noon. The following opportunity in December has been cancelled. Panel members will be informed when that training has been rescheduled.
Staff was requested to search the EAP’s records to determine what sort of report the panel received after the last Presidential election in 2012.
Public Comment

Dr. Johnny Gaffney, the Mayor’s boards and commissions liaison, said that he is at the EAP’s disposal if the group needs any information or assistance.
Next meeting
The group discussed rescheduling the November 9th Election Advisory Panel meeting due to the general election being the previous day and representatives of the Supervisor of Elections office being unavailable. The group determined to reschedule the meeting to the following Wednesday, November 16th.
There being no further business, the meeting was adjourned at 3:21 p.m.
