Meeting Convened: 3:00p.m.
· CM Ferraro opened the meeting by stating the reason for calling the meeting. The meeting was to discuss regulating Adult Arcades.

· The state regulates Internet Cafes not the city.
· Adult Arcades are not the same as Internet Cafes but some Adult Arcades operate as an Internet Café which is a state issue.

· CM Ferraro would like to file for a Moratorium on Adult Arcades for 6 months at the next City Council Meeting.  This would allow time to work on the regulating of Adult Arcades without allowing any new additional permits to be issued.
· Would like to get community input on issue.
· COUs 140 applied for, 90 granted and 50 denied for code enforcement issues

· CM Ferraro turned the meeting over Jason Teal –OGC for explanation

· We do have a City ordinance that was on the books for regulating this type of business with the Internet Café component but it was preempted by the state.
· State made it criminal activity and the city does not regulate criminal activity.

· The city could possibly regulate Adult Arcades through zoning.
· Adult Arcades have recently evolved away from the tradition use like a Chucky Cheese or video arcade. There does not appear to be any regulation on this new use.

· A Moratorium would hold everything in place until the Council decided if and how they would regulate the Adult Arcades.
· If the council thinks that a 6 month Moratorium is too long or short it can be adjusted.

· JSO calls for service at the COU addresses in the last 5 years 28,315 calls in total. They range from 1 call per location to 920 calls for one location.  Some of the calls were victims. 

· These businesses are a high cash business and attract crime. How much of our JSO time is spent of these calls.

· Are our current regulations enough to regulate this new type of use under Adult Arcade (not a Dave and Busters)? Do we need to update our regulations?

· CM Pittman had questions about regulating like salons, barbers shops and inspectors.
· COU requires fire inspection

· I think CM Ferraro was thinking more on regulating use through a zoning exception. To be able to tailor it better.

· The way it is now the neighbors know about the use going in before the city knows.

· Opened meeting to question and answers
