1. Introductions of Board and staff.  
2. Mr. Jeter provided an explanation to the 2016 Board members regarding the pending lawsuit with the Property Appraiser’s Office.  He explained that an agreement has been reached for the 2016 & 2017 VABs, which would also affect the 2018 VAB.  A copy of the proposed settlement agreement was provided to the 2016, 2017 & 2018 Board members ahead of the meeting for their review.  The stipulation agreement states that the 2016, 2017 & 2018 VABs, VAB staff, Special Magistrates, the VAB Attorney, the Property Appraiser & his staff, as well as any other interested parties will attend a non-binding Joint Workshop conducted by the Department of Revenue (DOR), so long as the DOR agrees to conduct said workshop.  Chairman Wilson asked Jerry Holland, Property Appraiser, if he would like to make any comments.  Mr. Holland agreed with Mr. Jeter’s explanation and he expressed an intent and a desire that all parties approach the Workshop in “good faith.”  Citizen Member Barnes made a motion to approve the settlement agreement for the 2016 VAB.  2nd by Citizen Member Wallace.  Board approved 4 – 0.
3. Chairman Crescimbeni asked if there was any other business before the Board, seeing none, the meeting was adjourned.
