► Final road segment acquisition needed

► Completion should be in 2021 or 2022

► Should allow access by residents & JSO / JFRD

     if train blocks current access points

► Post Street Floating Dock

► Funding = $500,000

► Will begin Summer 2020

► Will transform the end of Post Street by creating a “park” 
where the dock access begins. 

►  Will open up 5 Points for more visitors, recreational 
activities, and connect 5 Points to downtown via the River 
Taxi
