Most incarcerated youth lag two or more years behind their
age peers in basic academic skills, and have higher rates of
grade retention, absenteeism, and suspension or expulsion.
For example, a national study found that more than one-third
of youth incarcerated at the median age of 15.5 adolescents
read below the 4" grade level.
