Meeting Convened: 6:30 p.m.
Councilman Boylan welcomed all and introduced the various attendees representing the city and other entities.

Thanked the participants as he is hoping to be able to resume in-person meetings in the near future because of the importance of staying connected with constituents and apologized for the lag in-between town halls. During this forum, several department heads will provide updates and information pertaining to specific subject-matters related to the questions submitted in advance of the meeting via email.

He presented a PowerPoint with the agenda. (attachment)
Jordan Elsbury and Nat Ford – Discussed Local Option Gas Tax (LOGT); derived from the Jobs & Economic Recovery Task Force as a dedicated fund source of over $1 Billion. Partnered with JTA to drive business growth, address infrastructure and will be doing town hall meetings with At-Large members to present the plan. This will also free up general fund to help with the phasing out of septic tanks project. Lt. Romano & Lt Hartley – Discussed crime and happy to report that numbers have been going down in property vandalism, robbery, violent crimes, and auto burglaries is mostly due to unlocked vehicles; reiterated to remove firearms from cars at night.

The biggest complaints currently are about panhandlers, and that is due to jails and shelters being at full capacity.

Bill Joyce - addressed cleaning up of curbs, and provided an update to the many current and pending drainage projects in the pipeline.
He will review the traffic related request received of installing a 4-way stop sign or speed humps at the intersection of Mandarin & Brady roads. 
Daryl Joseph – provided the following update:

· Work along Brady and Orange Picker at Alberts Field is scheduled to start over the summer (map attached).  
· Speed bumps were added at Palmetto Park as it is a frequently visited park and is encouraging all to adhere to the speed limit.
· The request of having additional parking at Mandarin Park has been received and is being considered for the feasibility. 
· The Senior Center is still closed due to the usage of the site for Covid vaccination.
David Searcy – discussed the many issues that have caused the domino effect of solid & yard waste and recycles falling behind.  They are still 50% short-staffed and have had to bring in staffing from out of state and other counties for assistance.
Sarah Pleasants – stated that the medians on San Jose Blvd. are maintained as scheduled, and there is a project to redo in 2024 based on funding availability.
CM Boylan – provided updates on the following:

· Stated that there is more high-traffic businesses on San Jose Blvd. from areas already zoned as such and the sitting empty buildings are privately-owned facilities.  
· The old Kmart is being considered for a movie theater. 
· He explained that the Village Inn is scheduled to go in front of the Planning Commission for a proposed Sports Bar that is requesting “Exception for Waiver Liquor Distance (WLD)”.
· The County Dock Road property is still garnering interest on doing a park swap, and is also still exploring the possibility of residential development.
· Libraries will reopen on April 26th.
· Announced that the next Town Hall meeting will be on July 22, 2021
