The Plan recommends the creation of a network of sustainable water launches and increase access for the 
public to enjoy the St. Johns River. The DIA could bolster water access by improving identification of existing 
launches and creating new launches. An initial network might include the Main Launch at Friendship Park, 
the Riverside Arts Market floating dock, the aforementioned Gefen Park, floating platforms attached to 

Former County Courthouse and City Hall Annex Catalyst Sites, Metropolitan Park Marina, and the School 
Board building. The network could be expanded in the future as redevelopment occurs at the Shipyards 
Catalyst Site and the Southbank Catalyst Site. The Southbank east of Peninsula is most conducive  for non-
motorized watercraft than the Northbank.
